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Because algae already have plenty of air, 
water, and sunlight, the nutrients from 
fertilizer allow them to grow very quickly.  
There is now much more algae in the pond. 

Algae growth causes 
the water to become 
cloudy and blocks 
sunlight to plants. 

Without enough sunlight, the 
plants cannot make food and 
begin, so they produce less oxygen. 

The increased algae growth should be represented in this drawing, as well as an 
indication that the algae are blocking sunlight for the underwater plants.
